Policy Overview 
“Senate Bill 5 was passed last week in the Senate to streamline the voter registration process by creating a truly Automatic Voter Registration process in Delaware.”

"Every time someone goes to the Department of Labor, the DMV, the Department of Health, or the Department of Social Services, they could potentially be registered to vote, if they are eligible. SB 5 would also allow individuals to become affiliated with a party at the polling booth during the next election."

Reasons to SUPPORT the policy:
-- Delawareans would no longer need to worry about voter registration deadlines
-- Automatic voter registration will increase participation in our elections

“The Delaware Voting Rights Coalition launches, voicing support for a change of the state’s absentee voting law. 

The group is Delaware’s first statewide voting rights coalition that is a combination of organizations and advocates. It aims to empower communities of color, people who speak English as a second language, people involved in the justice system, and young people to identify and remedy barriers to the ballot box. 

The group’s first goal is to get HB 75 passed, which is the state constitutional amendment eliminating limitations to mail-in voting and providing the General Assembly power to regulate the rules and procedures for absentee voting.”
